May 10th. has always been o red letter day for the “ASOCIACION FILATE-
LICA DE FILIPINAS,” for on that date, 1925, our Society was founded. To-day it cele-
brates its @B Anniversary,—twenty years consecrated to the uplift of Philately in the
Philippines. Many of our foremost members are gone but you who are still in the ranks
of “A.F.F.” are the ones called upon to uphold the wonderful tradition of our hobby.
After our harrowing experience of three months ago we are on our feet once more and
trust you will come down to the temporary headquarters of your Association, 647 Moret,
Sampaloc (almost opposite the entrance to Sto.
