ANGEL DE MARCAIDA

The earliest record of A Marcaida appears in 1879, showing him working for the merchant firm
Ayala & Company. In 1888, possibly slightly earlier, Angel de Marcaida establishes a merchant
business located at Jolo 20 in Manila, with the following staff recorded: Joaquim R Lopez, Santiago
Calixto (clerk), A Palealan, Juan Ferran (clerk), Pedro Esquizabal (clerk), and Franciso Garcia
(clerk).

Between 1889 and 1890, additional staff join the firm as follows: Angel de Marcaida (merchant),
Santiago Calixto (signs per procuration), Joaquim R Lopez (signs per procuration), J Darvin (clerk),
Pedro Esquizabal (clerk), Juan Ferran (clerk), Francisco Garcia (clerk), and J Salvador (clerk). In
1892, S Mercado (clerk) joins the company with the rest of the staff remaining constant.

The last available records in 1894 show the company still operating at Jolo 20, Manila with the
following staff members: Angel de Marcaida (merchant), Santiago Calixto (signs per procuration),
Juan Ferran (signs per procuration), J Darwin, Pedro Esquizabal, Francisco Garcia, J Salvador,
and S Mercado. No further records have been found after 1894.
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
