1896, Sanchez to Bangkok, Siam
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Card sent from Manila to Tlemcen. Rare destination, as only two items sent to French Algeria are recorded for
the Spanish period. In Manila it was cancelled by the “CORREOS / MANILA” cancel on September 30, 1896.
Carried by the Spanish streamer Isla de Mindanao operated by the firm Compafia General de Tabacos de
Filipinas to Singapore. Afterwards it was transported by the French ship Sydney as documented by the

Paquebot cancel. The postcard arrived in Tlemcen on November 2, 1896.

cancels on May 3,
1896. As no transit
mark from Manila is
on the card, it was
carried by ship from
Aparri (Cagayan) via
Hong Kong and
Singapore  to its
destination. It arrived
in Bangkok on June 7.
