The card was cancelled there on May 30. It was transported to Marseille via Suez by the French ship Laos.

Accepted as printed matter as it has only a signature on the back. The 5 Milesimas de Peso overseas printed
matter rate was effective from January 1, 1898. Only recorded use without additional franking.
