The card was additionally franked with 3 Cents. Since a photograph was glued to the back, the sender wanted
to ensure that the card would be sent without any complaints by fulfilling the domestic cover postage rate.

The sender describes that the picture shows Filipinos captured during the revolution. She also describes that the
day before yesterday she had heard cannon thunder.
