1862 ISSUE

A “better printing” S-cuartos stamp was issued for interior use in August 1862, satisfying

the Spanish authorities’ objections over the poor quality of the previous issue. However,

few were actually used, since it was soon replaced by another stamp of the same denomination
in January 1863. Printed in Manila.
