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Liberia Manila Filatelica and Asociacion Filatelica De Filipinas (AFF)
on Carriedo Street, Avenida, both delighted the collectors with postal
products, such as Rizaliana postcards and stamps for collection. Libreria
Manila Filatelica published the first Philippine print of Noli Me Tangere in
1908, while the AFF was the first philatelic association in the country

founded in 1925.
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
