Government officials of the
Spanish regime employed
escribano (scribe) to record
public documents.

Trained in penmanship using
quill or feather dip pens,
scribes used inks containing
iron salt and organic acids that
are corrosive, hence, making
the paper brittle and the
writing fade to brown.
