The Telegrafos rate was 50c for ‘First Class telegrams of 15 words’. Additional words were 2c each,
resulting in the 50c and 2c stamps being issued. Printed by Lithographica de Gomez in Santa Cruz,
Manila in sheets of 192 stamps, (16 rows of 12 stamps each). A total of 19,000 stamps were printed
for each value. The 2c value exists in shades of violet and the 50c in shades of blue. :
