11 November 1942 — Manila Circulating cover with two 2¢ Rizal Regular stamps tied with
Manila No.2 Circular Date Stamp. 4¢ under-paying the Sc First Class domestic postal rate,
with “Returned To Sender For Additional Postage 1cvos™ handstamp. As no 1c stamp was
issued until 7 June 1943, an additional 2c Rizal regular issue was applied to pay postage
due, tied with Manila No.2 (13 November 1942) Circular Date Stamp. Purple “Postage Due
Subsequently Paid” handstamp to confirm postage due payment. Rectangular Boxed Censor
handstamp on top centre (Garrett [A2).

The First Class Domestic postal rate was increased from 2c to 5c from 1 September 1942
